The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Kehoe, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kehoe, seconded by Kozloski, to approve Department reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.


Motion made by Koszloski, seconded by Kehoe to approve the promotion of Sgt. Ron Frascello to the provisional position of Lieutenant, pending Civil Service exam to be scheduled by Greene County Department of Civil Service, effective September 21st, 2012.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made to approve the position of Officer Ed Tercasio to Sergeant as a transfer of status.  He currently holds the status of Civil Service Sergeant, and has completed supervisor school and meets Civil Service requirements, effective September 21st, 2012.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made to approve Mark Nazi as temporary full-time officer, not to exceed 6 months, effective September 21st, 2012.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Presentation by Michael Courtney of Rural Ulster Preservation Company (RUPCO) regarding ‘NY Home Performance with Energy Star®’ program which provides income eligible owners of 1 to 4 unit residential buildings the opportunity to receive a free or reduced-cost residential energy audit which, once assessed, become eligible to obtain low-interest financing for cost-effective energy upgrades. Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Kehoe, to approve and consent to Catskill Fire Company’s amendment to their Certificate of Incorporation as a ‘Not-for-Profit’ organization.  As explained by Bob Wade, Fire Company Treasurer, this allows the Fire Company to have a tax-exempt status for purchases and such.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kehoe, seconded by Kozloski, to appoint Victoria Hilcken as new Court Clerk starting October 1, 2012.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by  Kozloski, seconded by Kehoe, to approve the Village Justice Court office’s application for a Justice Court Assistance Program (JCAP) Grant.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  This past year, said JCAP Grant monies funded the walk through and hand wand metal detectors, furniture and software for the Justice office.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Kehoe, to approve doubling salary for Justice LaRosa until new Justice is eligible to sit the bench.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Letter read from Eileen Dees regarding a Halloween event called “A Haunting in Catskill” to be held on October 27th between 4-8 PM.  Pumpkins to be supplied by Story’s Farm.  Ms. Dees is requesting that Church Street be closed during said event and asked for DPW assistance in picking up pumpkins at Story’s.  Also, on Saturday, December 1st, the 3rd Annual ‘A Day in December’ will take place from 12-5 PM.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

President Seeley made mention of Catskill School District’s new policy of mandatory volunteering for students, stating that the Village could possibly use said volunteers.  He, along with Nancy Richards and Chief Darling were to meet at the school in regard to same. 

Nancy Richards mentioned that the Cat Auction is to be held this Sunday, September 30th at the Point, refreshments and viewing of Cats from 1:00 PM, Auction starts at 2 PM.
The Board approved the replacement of Lars White on the Zoning Board of Appeals with Richard Paolino.  Next Planning Board meeting is to be held on October 1st.
